The First Deal (vv. 1-10).
The first Covenant defined how to worship God (vv. 1-5).
The first Covenant dealt with our sin (vv. 6-7).
Sin required regular retribution by the priests (v. 6).
Sin required annual atonement by the High Priest (v. 7).
The first Covenant was temporary (vv. 8-10).
The temporal nature of the first Covenant is verified by the testimony of the Holy Spirit (v. 8).
The first Covenant was temporary because of its failure to cleanse the conscience (vv. 9-10).
The New Deal (vv. 11-28).
The blood of Jesus brought recovery from sin (vv. 11-14).
Recovery in Christ is permanent (vv. 11-12).
Recovery in Christ purifies our conscience (vv. 13-14).
The blood of Jesus reforms our worship (vv. 15-27).
A new Mediator is established (v. 15).
A new Law is inaugurated (vv. 16-22).
The problem of sin is resolved (vv. 23-27).
Resolved in heaven (v. 23).
Resolved for eternity (vv. 24-27).
The blood of Jesus relieves us from suffering (v. 28).
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
