Coming Clean & Dealing with the Sin Within
Matthew 15:16-20/ Matthew 12:15-32/ Galatians 5:16-18/ John 14:15-16

I. My problem, your problem and our problem is that we stink because of sin (Matt. 15:16-20).
A. Our problem of sin is not external (vv. 16-17).
1. “Self-help” will not help.
B. Our problem of sin is internal (vv. 18-20).
1. The source of our sin is the heart. 
2. Our sin results in destructive behavior and separation from God.
II. My solution, your solution, and our solution is the Holy Spirit (Matt. 12:15-32/ Galatians 5:16-18).
A. The Holy Spirit empowered Jesus. 
1. Jesus was empowered by the Holy Spirit to overcome evil in this world (vv. 15-21).
2. The question is about who we believe Jesus is (vv. 22-30).
a. Is Jesus Lord (vv. 22-23)?
b. Is Jesus a Lunatic (v. 24)?
c. Is Jesus a Liar (vv. 25-30)?
B. The Holy Spirit empowers you.
1. Jesus sent the Spirit to help us to love him and keep his commands (John 14:15-16).
2. Abiding in the Holy Spirit gives us victory over sin (Galatians 5:16-18).
a. Victory over sin is the result of the work of the Holy Spirit (v. 16).
b. Victory over sin requires that we follow the leading of the Holy Spirit (v. 17).
c. Abiding in the Spirit results in freedom from the judgment of the Law (v. 18).
C. Rejection of the redemptive work empowered by the Holy Spirit is unforgivable (Matthew 12:31-32).
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
