Just Like Jesus: 
The Gospel Proclaimed Through Everything
Philippians 1:12-20

I. Your circumstance is your platform to proclaim the Gospel to others (vv. 12-18a).
A. Through your circumstances, the Gospel can reach those far from God but near to you (v. 13).
B. Through your circumstances, the Gospel will grow faith in others and empower them to share their story of grace (v. 14-18a).
1. Sharing the story of grace can be done with false motives or pure (vv. 15-17).
2. Sharing the story of grace is what is most important and gives us joy (v. 18a).
II. Your circumstance is a platform for the Gospel to reach you (vv. 18b-20).
A. Jesus wants you to have joy in your circumstance (v. 18b).
B. We can have joy in our circumstances through confidence in the Gospel and because of the deliverance it promises (vv. 19-20).
1. Confidence in the Gospel is rewarded with deliverance (v. 19a).
2. The vehicle for deliverance is the prayers of the Saints and the ministry of the Holy Spirit (v. 19b).
3. The standard for deliverance is faith in God’s future grace (v. 20).
a. Faith in God’s future grace vindicates us from shame (v. 20a).
b. Faith in God’s future grace results in the fame of Jesus through the frame of our life (v. 20b).
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
